Preparation and Assembly

Locate water supply inlet and shut off water supply valve. These are usually
found under the sink or near the water heater. Remove old faucet. Clean
and dry sink surface area where new faucet will be mounted.

Place base plate (2B) and escutcheon (2A) on the sink (figure A). If you use
seat (2C), place the seat on the sink (figure B).

©- Washer

A. Insert supply tubes and shank through hole in sink (or through center hole
of escutcheon if used).

B. Assemble washer (3A), and thread mounting nut (3B) onto shank on the
underside of sink. Hand tighten nut and check that rotation of handle from
hot to cold is centered.

C. Firmly tighten the lock screws (3C) to washer (3A). Do not over-tighten.

A. Insert small end of the hose through spray holder (4A) and feed it through
the main body of the faucet so the spout assembly rests inside the spray
holder.

B. Ensure that rubber washer stays in place on the end of hose.

C. Connect hose to water outlet tube and tighten. Do not over-tighten. Make
sure hose is free of any obstruction.

D. With spout assembly in spray holder, install weights (4B) onto spray hose
using screw. Position weights two feet (2') from the underside of the sink.

Connect water supply lines.

(A) Use 1/2" IPS faucet supply lines or use coupling nuts (not supplied) with
ball-nose risers (not included).

Turn water supply or shut-off valve back on and check for leaks. If leaks
occur, gently tighten the faucet connections.

To prevent damage to the internal parts of your faucet from debris that
may have collected in the water lines, it is necessary to flush the faucet.
To flush, remove the sprayhead. Lift the faucet handle up to the full on
position. Run water for one minute. Repeat in hot and cold positions.
Reassemble the sprayhead to the pull-out hose by turning the metal
hose fitting.

Troubleshooting

PROBLEM: Leaks underneath handle.
CAUSE: Bonnet has come loose
ACTION:

1. Move the handle to the off position. Unscrew the set screw and
remove the handle (Diagram A).

2.Tighten the bonnet by turning it clockwise (Diagram B). Move the
cartridge stem to the on position. The leaks should stop draining out
from around the cartridge stem.

PROBLEM: Water does not completely shut off.
CAUSE: The small rubber valve seats is dirty or twisted.
ACTION:

1. Remove the handle. Loosen the bonnet by turning it counter-clock-
wise (Diagram Q). Lift out the cartridge assembly (Diagram D).

2. Inspect the small rubber valve seats for debris and replace with new
valve if necessary (Diagram E).

3. Re-position the cartridge back into the faucet body. Make sure that

the wings on the two sides of the cartridge bonnet fit well into the
cuts on the two sides of the faucet body (Diagram F). Tightly screw the
bonnet onto the faucet body.

4. Re-install the handle.
